· Dealerting-Plan will be to give Russia the technology to increase the amount of time prior to a ballistic missile launch.

· Ban all missile defense schemes. Affirmative would ban National Missile Defense Act of 1997. 

· Plan would improve relations with North Korea and have the country abide by the 1994 Agreed Framework aimed at capping North Korea’s nuclear weapons program.

· Drop Iraqi sanctions-plan would eliminate U.S. sanctions unilaterally. 

· Plan would have Congress pass the Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty. 

· Affirmative would propose unilateral Nuclear Biological and Chemical Weapons disarmament by the United States. 

· If a negative team convincingly argues that a case does not fit under one of these areas, judges shall make a decision that the negative won the debate.
